Islam Art

· Islam: no idol, sculptures work o devil

· Big Architecture: mosques, Hagia S; sahn (enclosed courtyard), qibla (prayer wall); mihrab (nick indicating direction ( Mecca)

The Great Mosque, Cordoba: (later made to Church) had double arch, striped arch, 

· 961: Caliph built magnificient mihrab, marking qibla wall

· 3 domed chamber through tree lobed arch (almost triple portal)

· Domes: ribbed; qibla wall back mosaic w/ Au backgrnd

· Christians built catherdral inside, turned it ugly; good deal o mosque survived tho.

Northern Euro. Art

· Franks halted Islam in south => North dom. By German Angles & Saxons

Anglo-Saxon Medalwork

· ex: purse cover, in Au.: early interlace, animal merge into design

Hiberno Saxon

· Ireland escaped Roman occupation => Hiberno Saxon (Hiberno = Ireland)

· Christianity intro’d by St. Patrick 

· St. Columbia (spread Christianity)

Illuminated Manuscript: interlaced border, flat & timeless images (hardly naturalistic)

· Book o Kells: first letters made into animals; X: symbol: christ, Chi 

Carolingian Period: Charlemagne period: kept latin alive, some Roman revive, reformed Education

Manuscripts: edu ! => Manu !

· The Four Evangelists: Carolingian Gosple book

· Draperie define form, saints & symbols

· Vivian Bible: dedicated to Charles the Bald: show Christ w/ 4 Evangelists

· Combine flattened geometry w/ frenzy ( Romanesque-y

· Christ in Majesty: surround by 8 shaped Mandora

Monasteries: ! b/c edu as well: center 4 schools & Religion

· Charlemagne wanted his monasteries to follow benedictine rule
· Head by abbot & strict
· Charlemagne set standard plan for Benedictine abbeys
Ottonian: Charl’s grandsons back ruler => Otto I (Saxon) crowned : Germ & some It.

· Major Work: Benedictine abble o St. Michaels @ Hildesheim

· Metalwork: show Roman influence; scenes in high relief: compare Old to New Testament (Bronze door)

Ch 12: Romanesque-y Art

· Europe broken => have many Romanesque (like Norman Romanesque)

· Church unified the fragmented feudalism; gradually towns began to overcome pwr over Church

· Pilgramage: ( Jerusalem, Rome (dangerous); or shrine o St. James in Spain: 1st partered Apostle

Archi: big enough 4 pilgramage, artsy/lavish enough for their patron

Sainte Foy @ Conques: erected over Sainte Foy’s tomb

· Aisle on latin cross: visitor can circulate while monks to whatever

· Big Apse w/ Three little Apse
· Two radiating chapel added to either side o Apse
· Replace wood roof w/ stone vault: less fire-(; better acoustics (chant) => buttress
· Romanesqueys had much art: illiterate could know Bible: sculp, paint, tapestry
· Portals: ! (first thing ppl see): usually: w/ post & lintle w/ Trympanum & Try. Sculp.
· Most are Last Jugement: Damned on Left, Save on RT
Autun Cathedral @ Burgundy

· capital depicting Flight to Egypt
· Last Judgement Tympanum: Christ shape by his fold in drapery; Gislebertus plays w/ physical weight v. lightness : but saved weight more (spirituality is pulled down)

Manuscripts: have Scriptorias
· Romanesquey Manuscripts: flattened space, lively patterns

· Intertwine human, animal, floral ( like in initial L and St. Matthew
· transition between nature & abstraction: like interlace coming out o mouth o bird

Mural Painting: like sculpture: had didatic function too

· Outline in buon, painting in secco, finally outline in black/brown

· like Byz: emphasize figure, less 3D

· like Mary and Christ w/ Two Angels in apse o Chapel o Castel Appiano

· floral border show Byz. Inf.

· Like Autun’s Flight: Christ is a baby sized man, right hand in benediction

· ! Drapery: elegant, curvilinear

Bayeux Tapestry:Norman invazn o Eng in 1066

· 230 feet long

· ground is wavy line

· Latin help explain image

Romanesque: archi, mural, manuscript painting: flat space, inorganic figure, lively/decorative stylization

Gothic: expand toward naturalism, archi emergefrom Romanesque

Ch. 13: Gothic Art

· Abbot Suger of St. Denis: patron saint o France; royal family buried there => pol. Pwr

· Want to search for new kind o archi & inspired by Dionysis (mystic), he thought he was reading St. Denis

· Like the emphasis on ratio between light & Subject (Christ); I dunno

Early Gothic: Saint Denis

· Additions: new narthex, west façade w/ twin tower & 3 portal

· Revision: chapels is echo o ambulatory => unity

· Add: rib vaulting, arch support by columns

· Exterior: buttresses

Element o Gothic Arch: ribbed vluats, Piers: large columnar support on side o nave (vertical unity that lead to clerestory); flying buttress, pointy arches, skeleton, stained glass (frame w/ iron tracery)

· Stained glass: blue & red: opposing Byzantine gold

Romanesque Precursors o Gothic 

· (1080) abbey church o Saint-Etienne at Caen: flanked by towers ( Char o Gothic

· (1130) started after St. Etienne: combine point arch w/ 2nd transverse rib, large clerestory

· FX: light !, sexpartite (6 part) vaulting, upward mvt

Age o Cathedrals

· Saint Denis – ish time: Gothic started, cathedral school, 

· Cathedral => job: mason, carpenter, sculptor, etc. => pilgrims, => economy ! & pride

Chartres: early Gothic w/ high Gothic (1134-1220)

· 1194: fire => rebuilt nave & choir

· $ from: clerg stipends, Blanche (L14’s ma), other $ppl

Exterior Architecture

· Vertical & Horizontally dominate surroundings

· Tower: S. Tower: 1194, N. Tower: 1507 (begin)

· Tripartite o W. fascade: Gothic but each Portal: Romanesque

· Triple element: portal, lancet, triangular gable => Holy Trinity

· Rose Window: Christian: 3 groups o 12 around central circle

Exterior Sculpture

Royal Portal (W)

· 3 doors: middle bigger ( like Roman triumph arches into city

· RT(S) Portal: birth, Tymp: Enthroned, LF Portal: Ascension

· Central Portal: Door Jamb: Old Tesament kg & qn

· Ea. Slim, vertical, like column, separated by floral designs

· Arm contained, feet slant, drapery patterned, 

· Central Tympanum: 2nd coming o Christ

· Christ w/ oval mandorla

· 12 apostle in 4 group o 3 below Christ; inner archivolt: 12 angles, 2 crown Christ

· history

S. Transept Fascade
· Jambs (Gothic): feet natural, not strictly frontal, head turn, variety in poses/gesture, relaxed

· Folds & face real-er, wider body

· Interest in human form & emotion

Interior o Chartres

· 120 feet high, 45 ft wide

· Buttress sys (new): clerestory support at two points by flyer => more window space

· Each bay: clerestory have two lancets under small round window

· North trans. Rose window: Mary & Christ surround by twelve circles

Later Devolopment o Fr. Gothic

Reims: next after Chartre (1211-1290)

· west fascade & interior show to vertical emph. : long thin, w/ stubby transepts

· more sculpture; more naturallistic (face each other, not frontal; drapery fold => human form 1st)

Paris: Reliquary Chapel o Sainte Chapelle

· Rayonnet Style: wall bc glass: L9 comission

· No transept

· Low: dark, high: light => earth & heaven

· Ceiling are blue w/ gold start in form o fleur-de-lis

English Gothic

· 1066: Norman defeat => commercial, cultural, political contact b/t Eng & Fr

Salisbury Cathedral (1220b)

· Unlike France: double transept, square apse, chapter house is octagonal, in park, horizontal emph., fewer stained glass => less exterior buttress

King’s College Chapel: Cambridge

· Lotsa fan vaulting (char. O Eng)

· Here: perpendicular

· Weight o wall support by external buttress ( like Sainte-Chapelle

Ch. 14: Precursors of the Renaissance

13th Cent It
· Byz inf in port cities before, now: Roman inf. => Renaissance

Nicola Pisano (1260ish)

· Nativity: in Pisa: Roman-ish: drapery => organic mvt

Cimabue (1300ish): last great It. Painter o Byz Persuasion

· Madonna Enthroned: gold backgrnd ( Byz

· Other Byz inf: gold, upward, child depict w/ like adult, thin figures
14th Cent It
· Ren: classix, artist bc famous => signed work

Giotto (1267-1337)

· Madonna Enthroned: like there is gravity, bulky, natural, shaded (unlike Cimbabue’s gold)

· Folds above waist => contrapposto & direct view to Christ

· Christ: has baby fat & sits, proportions natural-er (compare to Cimbabue)

Arena Chapel

· bricky barrel vaulted rectangular thing

· West wall: last judgement

· N&S Wall: Mary & her live w/ parents Anna & Joachim, & Christ

· Below: Virtue & Vice (as enters, Virtue on RT, Vice on LF)

· Nativity: (compare w/ Pisano): reduction o form, dramatic-er, both artist: simple, masive drapery that outline human form

· Last Judgement: W. Wall: Giotto’s hell most MA: contorted poses (MA), blue/red devil (Romanesque), Depiction o Satan (MA); NOTE: bishop & friar in hell ( corruption

Duccio’s Maesta (1278-1318ish)

· Siena (Florence’s rival): Byz Persuasion, Cult o Mary

· Alterpiece Maesta (7 x 13 ft): Enthroned

· Inf. O Giotto: figure have gravity inf.

· Duccio’s rich color & crowd are more elegant that Giotto’s sculpture-ish forms

· Parade at finish from his studio to cathedral… wow…

The Kiss o Judas: Giotto v. Duccio

· Duccio: Christ frontal, dense, subtle drapery fold => 3D ish; tad landscape: not much

· Giotto: no landscape at all, naturalism, figures interact between each other (not w/ audience)

Ambrogio Lorenzetti & Effects o Good Government (a1319-47)

· for town hall o Siena

· reflect new humanist interest in good gov’t

· 46 ft long

· have: agr. Prosperity, arch. Construction, hung criminal, soldiers, market, she wolf o R&R

1329-1348: plague, flood, smallpox, plague => 50-70% Siena died => Pessimism!
International Gothic Style (1300s It-1400s)

· It’s $ => import different art => Int’l Goth.s
· Late 1300: France ruled by ChV’s two bros: Philip the Bold & Jean, Duc de Berry (100W)

· Charles place living ppl on jambs instead o St., Kg. & Qn.

Claus Sluter (a1379-1406) ( Philip’s sculptor

· Sculpt @ Chartreuse

· compare to Chartre: Virgin turns freely to look @ Christ, has: dynamic energy, space

· Jambs (Philip & Margaret: wife o Ph) face Virgin & Child: elegant drapery & focus

· Well o Moses: hexagonal base, angel’s wing form cross, imitation o Golgotha

· Moses: portrait like quality (strong face, slight ()

Limbourg Brothers (Paul, Herman, Jean: from Neth)

· N. Eu: illuminated manuscript: prime medium

· Limbourg bros. Produced illum. Manu. For duc de Berry

· Book o Hours: prayer books organized to liturgical calendar

· Tres Riches Heures du Duc de Berry: yay of court ignore boo o country life

· Precise detail
