Ch. 8: Art o the Etruscans

· Etruscan: 1000-100 BC; W. It; city-states;

· Art come from tombs & necropoleis (city o dead)

· few building survive (build w/ earthen stuff)

· street like grid

Architecture

· of the Greek Temple Persuasion

· Late Archaic, however, have gabled porches but no pediments

· Wattle and Daub: braches (wattle) & clay/mud (daub); stone only for podium, sculpture was terracotta

· Like Greek Archaic stuff, even after Greek evolved

· Unlike Greek: emphasize entrance, heavier, massive-er

Pottery & Sculpture

· survived were Bronze ones: lost wax

· Capitoline Wolf: stylized fur ( large bronze

· Apollo o Veii: (roof o temple): organic around chest; drapery pattern; hair stylize

Women in Etruscan Art

· Etruscan women higher status than Gr.

· Often in myth: women dominate men: taller, high status

Funerary Art

Cinerary Containers

· bury ash in urns w/ head sculpture as cap: general likeness not too realistic

· like Greek severe/early classical

· many took form o house =>glimpse o life

· some were even houses => glimpse o building style

Sarcophagi

· 520 BC: Cerveteri Sarcophagus: dining couch ( cremated remains

· Archaic-ish: stylized hair, smile w/ raised cheek, 

· Unlike Gr: no skeletal structure (esp. lower body)

· Dead comfort alive

Tomb Painting

· banquet, sport, dance, not much death & mourning

· terracotta: brown, ocher; detail: blue,k green, yellow

· like Egypt: women lighter than men

· like Gr: disregard anatomy & naturalism but is spontaneity

Etruscan excell over Gr/Rom: woman status, tech. Skill/craftsmanship, bronze, jewelry, bridge, cosmetics

Ch. 9: Ancient Rome

· Rome: melting pot, know how to govern, spread, Latin

· Great inf. By Greek (art/lit/philo)

· Roman Art: comenmorative, narrative, not myth, not ideal

· Wax death mask & copy in marble

· portrait there for genealogical reason

· Reliefs: commemorate events not myth

Domestic Architecture

· perserved b/c o Vesuvius (AD 79)

· domus: house; atrium: large hall; compluvium: hole in roof; impluvium: basin on floor between hole

· plain exterior w/o windows

· face street as shops

· interior: decorated w/ mosaic, paintings

· UC had running water & sewage

· LC: insulae: could be up to 5 stories; shared certain room (ex: kitchen)

· Villa: escape from city: baths, courtyard, plaza ( Hadrian’s Villa

Public Building

The Forum

· center for civic/social 

The Basilica

· large roofed building (one end o Forum): comericial transaction, municipal hall, court

· 3 ailse: nave (center) flanked by two ( separated by Columns 

· clerestories

Markets o Trajan

· concrete core faced w/ brick; probabaly >200 rooms

· barrel vaulted ceilings, groin vault for main hall, clerestory ( depart from columns

Public Baths

· recreation center

· Rome had 354 in 4th cent

Colosseum

· column: 1st floor: Tuscan (Doric-ish); 2nd: Ionic; 3rd: Corinthian

· outer wall bc flatter as rise => carriers eyes upward <= round arches

· barrel vault & groin vault used

Aqueducts

· Pont du Gard: s. o France ( commissed by Marcus Agrippa (20-16 BC)

· 3 tiers: each w/ barrel vaults

Religious Architecture

Temples

· Temple o Portunus: Ionic columns (Gr.p.); deep porch (Etruscan p.)

Pantheon

· during reign o Hadrian & dedicated to Gods

· two parts: rectangular portico; and rotunda (concrete w/ ext. brick)

· dome have open oculus
· coffered bands: recessed rectangles; blue @ top ( heaven

· top o dome ( floor = diameter o drum

· floor: marble; walls: niches w/ statue o diety & Corinthian columns

Commemorative Architecture

Ara Pacis

· to celebrate pax Augusta

· reliefs: classic Gr. Style w/ Roman subjects ( harmonize

· lower half have vine scroll tracerie ( peace & fertility; upper half: procession

Trajan’s Column (AD 113)
· honor o victorie over Dacians

· inside: spiral staircase light by opening in marble

· frieze: one event, commemorative, lotsa people, historical record

The Triumphal Arch

· serve as entrance for ppl

· like arc de triumph

· most had either one or three opening

· elephant: symbolize power (imported) were carved ( symbolize Emp.

· Arch o Titus: AD 81: capture o Jerusalem

· Seen: Titus carried to heaven by eagle; soldier carry off loot from war

· Arch o Constantine: largest; commemorate, um… him

· Decorated w/ relief from earlier emperors ( juxtapose relief from different times

Sculptural Types

Sarcophagi

· use  Greek iconography

Portraits

· meant to keep deceased alive in memory

· had bust: (not from Gr., but Etru): often marble from wax mask

· Augustus o Prima Porta: idealized: youthful; similar to Doryphoros (stance & all)

· Equestrian monument: Marcus Aurelius: had philosopher beard

· Head o Constantine: realistic; new style: express emperor’s power & aloofness

Mural Paintings

· legacie o Vesuvius

· buon fresco w/ small wax for shine

· 1st Style: Republic: simulate architecture o wall

· 2nd Style: Rep ( Emp: Villa o Mysteries

· painted in separate section (oecus): narrative o rite ( uninterrupted around room

· 3rd: Emp:illusion o framed painting on wall

· 4th: Emp: illusion o volumn: Still Life: shading, patches o white,

· Hercules Strangling the Serpents: effect o window cut into wall
