Mercantilism: Colonies created by luck (except GA), so GB say “Merc.! Tobacco, sugar…”

· enumerated commodities: only to Britain; nothing imported unless through GB; can’t make beaver hats, woolen products => barter!!

· Prohibitory Act: G3 respond w/ “colonies rebel no longer protected”

· Wash: picked to lead troop to besieg Boston 

· Political: moral (, serve w/o $; he’s from S (faith not as strong), he’s $ (no fortune seeker)

1775 Bunker Hill: May: GB gen. Howe, Clinton, Burgoyne urge Gage for aggressive action

1775 Eath Allen & Benedict took Ft. Ticonderoga 

1775 in Canada: 1. Montgomery took Montreal & joined Benny atk Quebec but failed

1776 Jan: GB set fire to Norfolk VA; Mar: GB left Boston
1776 Mar: S. won Moore’s Creek bridge & NC won vs. ship

1776 Jan Common Sense: sold 120K in first few mo.; Republic: public consent; Biblical; 

· US rebel inspired by GB Repub. Writing; 
RT o PPL over Ind RT

1776 Phillie Congress: June 7: Richard Lee divided into two committes & moved for Ind. 

1. Dickinson: framework for nat’l gov.
2. Jefferson: why dec. Ind (formally adopted 7.4)

· Dec o Ind: “Jefferson advertise Lee’s”/”World’s Greatest Editorial)

Loyalist (20%) (Tory) vs. Patriot (Whigs): & Neutral
· “US less dangerous if had regular army”

· Valley Forge: rebel starved & GB fed

· After Dec o Ind: 100s hanged, 80K fled, 100K stayed (property gone), 50K help GB

Washington: GB ( NY: 500 ship/35K ppl vs. Wash’s 18K ppl

1. Gage removed ( Howe & Hessians: intend to move slow

2. Mar 1776: Wash placed @ Dorchester Heights large cannon => force Brit. Out o Boston
3. GB ( Nova Scotia, met reinforcement => goto NY
4. Washington wait in NY

5. Battle o Long Island (8.27.76): Wash. Escape narrowly b/c o Howe’s slowness

6. Battle o Washington Heights: Wash. Defeated => retreat to NJ (Cornwallis pursuit) => Dec: Penn.

7. 1776: X-mas: X Delaware (GB did Fox Call) ( Hessians @ Trenton

8. Washing defeat GB @ Princeton (1.3.1977) => “Old Fox”

9. Howe was shocked => pulled back to NY; NJ regained mostly

· Benedict: 1775: Quebec ( 1776: GB chased ( L. Champlain => winter => GB retired

GB’s 3-Way Plan

1. Gen. Burgoyne to move south from Lake Champlain 

· advanced slowed: Am. Put obstruction on wilderness trails

· mid-Aug: defeated by NE under Gen. Stark
· Burgo found way blocked by militia under Horatio Gates @ Saratoga
· Burgo tried to break twice; due to Benedict: 10.17.77: Burgo surrendered 

· Fr: 1778 (b/c 1777 GB gave somewhat homerule), Sp. 1779, Dutch: 1780s

2. Col. St. Leger to move east from Lake Ontario
· diversion: Leger & Iroquois swung E. o Burgo & X Gen. Herkimer @ Battle o Oriskany

3. Gen. Howe to move north from New York City.

· BUT: used Ch. Bay ( Philadelphia => Congress fled ( York, Penn.

· October: Wash. Try to drive Howe out, no work => Valley Forge (von Stueben)

1778: GB ( NY; Wash stay there & hem the GB

1780: 6K Fr. Reg. Arrive; Benedict: W. Point for 6300 lb

Clinton replaced Howe: Abandon Phille for NY & carried out Southern Stratagy
· 1778: got GA;

· Greene: “Fighting Quaker”: victory @ Cowpens, SC (1781) & near victory in NC

· Retreat & exhausted Cornwallis

1780-1781 Yorktown: US darkest; inflation up

1. Cornwallis abandon S. Strategy & moved ( VA (Yorktown, wait for supplies)

2. Clinton ( & ordered Corn to take defensive
3. W/ help from French fleet & army; Washington & Rochambeau trapped Corn (after march 300 mi)

4. Oct. 17, 1871: Cornwallis surrendered

Sea: Privateer: GB insurance up; John Paul Jones: struct alone GB Isle w/ Fr. & Sp

Treaty o Paris: 1783: Franklin, John Adams, John Jay: instructed no peace w/o consult Fr. 1st
