II. China Rejects European Influences

· 1500: no mo Mongols

· Ming Dynasty (1368 – 1644)

· Surrounding countries paid tribute 

· Hongwu (son o peasant) commanded army that drove out Mongols 

· Became emperor, moved capital from Yuan to Nanjing

· Plan: restore ag. Land, erase Mongol traces, promote power/prosperity

· Did stuff for Ag. & set up civil service exam system

· Problems developed => Hongwu turned into a tyrant

· So Yonglo (after power struggle_ got throne

· Moved royal court to Beijing

· Launched 7 exploration o outside world: lead by Chinese Muslim: Zheng He
· Large distance, fleet, ships, 

· As far as Arabia & E Africa

· Distributed wealth as symbol o power

· Result o voyage: 16 countries set tribute

· After 7th voyage: 1433: No more

· Trade: Silk, ceramics increased

· European sent missionaries

· 1644: Manchus invaded => Qing Dynasty
· Taiwan, Mongolia, and Tibet

· Slowly gained respect

· Kangxi: emperor in 1661

· Reduced gov’t expenses & taxes, scholar, patron o arts, 

· Grandson: Qian-long (1736 – 1795) good ruler

· Trade: tribute, & kowtow for siolk, porcelain, tea (80% o shipments to Europe)

· British Macartney refused to kowtow, Qian-long responded w/ letter of self sufficiency

· Korea under Manchu: Vassal, little brother state

· Nationalism grew: depicted in paintings etc

· 1600: 1700: peace & prosperity & good Ag => pop double

· Art (technique good), ceramics: porcelain, drama (
III. Japan Limits Western Contacts

· 1467 – 1568: “Warring States period”

· daimyo: rich powerful warlords

· emperor only figure

· Rivals => disorder

· Oda Nobunaga: daiymo

· “Rule the empire by force” ( and that he did

· generals turned on him & he commited seppuku, ritual suicide o Samurai

· Toyotomi Hideyoshi – best general: continue Oda’s mission (brutal too)

· Invaded Korea & sought out for China

· Died & plans broke, withdrew Korea

· Tokugawa Ieyasu: complete unification o Japan

· Gained respect from Daiymos through victories

· Moved capital to Edo

· Tamed daimyos by requiring them to spend every other year in Edo

· Founded Tokugawa Shogunate: continue until 1867

· “Take care of the people. Strive to be virtuous. Never neglect to protect the country” => stability

· Adopted Confucism: farmers ( but farmers were shafted

· So farmers left farming & mixed w/ other classes

· Edo: large city: including opportunities for women

· Culture: theatre, kabuki, haiku
· 16th cent: Europeans welcome ( time o disorder

· Daiymos interested in the firearms

· Missionaries accepted 

· 300,000 Jap. Converts in year 1600

· Missionaries weren’t respecting local customs

· 1612: Shogun banned Christianity & focused on ridding count. O Christians

· 30,000 peasants rebelled: most Christian => emperor persecuted Christians

· 1639: “closed country policy”

· Nagasaki: only port open to foreign: Chinese & Dutch
