Chapter 30 – Revolution and Nationalism



1900 - 1939

I. Revolutions in Russia

· 1825: army officer revolt

· 1881: student revolutionaries killed reform-minded czar: Alex II

· 1881: Alexander III succeeded: “Autocracy, orthodoxy, and nationality”

· imposed strict censorship over even private letters ( for no more Rev.

· wanted uniform Russian culture => no speak minority language

· persecuted Jews: pograms – organized violence against Jews

· 1894: Nicholas II became czar – no change, wanted to keep all power

· factories rose, but Russia still behind

· 1890: Sergey Witte: launched program to push Russia forward

· higher taxes & foreign investments: build Russian industry

· heavy industry: steel

· trans-Siberian Railway (1891 – 1904) – world’s longest continuous rail line

· factories => bad conditions & low wages & no political power

· RP gap was big

· 1903: Marxist spilt: Mensheviks (big rule) vs. Bolsheviks (small rule)

· Lenin – Bolshevik leader: organized & ruthless

· Early 1900s: fled to W. Europe, kept contact w/ Bolsheviks

· 1904 – 1917: Russia faced crisis => unrest to czar

· late 1800s: Russia & Japan compete for Korea & Manchuria

· 1904: Jap attack Russ @ Port Arthur (Manchuria) ( Russ lost

· Jan. 22, 1905: 200,000 ppl: Bloody Sunday

· Nick II: Oct. 1905: created Duma: met first May 1906

· Duma dissolved after 10 weeks

· 1914: Czar Nick II: Russia into WWI

· 4 million died/wounded/prisoner

· 1915: Czar took command o military

· wife Alexandra ruled under influence o Rasputin “Holy man”

· 1916: Rasputin murdered

· March 1917: women textile workers in Petrograd went on Strike

· 200,000 soldiers: later sided w/ rioters

· Lenin: “Peace, Land, and Bread”

· Nov. 1917: Bolshevik Red Guard storm Winter Palace in Petrograd

· Lenin order farmland distributed among peasants

· Bolshevik signed truce w/ Germany: stop fight ( Mar. 1918: Brest-Litovsk

· 1918-1920: Bolsheviks (Leon Trotsky) Red Army vs. White Army 

· Red army won: aftermath (
· 15 million died in 3 years: struggle & famine

· March 1921: New Economic Policy: NEP

· Small-scale capitalism: peasant sell surplus

· Gov’t own big industries

· Individual: small private things

· Political reform: self-governing republic under central gov’t

· 1922: USSR: Moscow

· Bolsheviks renamed Communist Party

· 1924: Commies created constitution: Socialist & Democratic

· est. Dicatator in Communist party

· 1928: farms recovered to pre-WWI

II. Totalitarianism

· Joseph Stalin – Lenin didn’t trust Stalin

· 1922: secretary o Commies: behind the scenes

· 1924: placed his supporter in key positions

· 1928: Total command o Commies

· 1929: Trotsky exiled: no longer threat ( Stalin sole dictator

· Stalin wanted to concentrate on USSR’s Totalitarianism: each/every aspect o lives

· Stalin’s economic plan: command economy – all market: gov’t control
· 1928: first 5-year plan: too high => poor

· 1933: 2nd 5-year plan: industry increased 25% & Ag increased too

· 1928: collective farm – hundreds o family ( forced 

· 5 – 10 million died & millions shipped to Siberia

· kulaks – class o wealthy peasants ( resistance strong here ( eliminated

· 1938: twice wheat in 1928

· 1934 - 1939: Great Purge – 8-13 million executed

· old Bolsheviks stood trial “crimes against Soviet state”

· Director o Moscow Zoo executed because monkeys got tuberculosis

· Police arrested if they not meet criminal quota

· Indoctirnation (gov’t’s beliefs) & Propaganda

· Socialist Realism – art praise Soviet/Communist values

· Censurship & Religious persecution (League of the Militant Godless)

· Russian Orthodox Church, Catholics, Jews, Churches/Synagogues destroyed

· Women’s role expanded, ppl more educated, new skills

· 1917: Women equal rights & same jobs

· New education => new opportunities: Medicine esp.

· 1950: Women 50% o Soviet doctors

· Motherhood: patriotic duty

· Education stressed: gov’t controlled: 

· mid 1930: Totalitarian, powerful Industrial/political

III. Chinese Imperial Rule Collapse

· KuoMinTang – Nationalist Party

· Sun Yixian – physician: 1912: overthrew last Qing (since 1644) Emperor 

· 1912: president: nationalism (end foreign control), people’s rights (democracy), economic security

· Yuan Shkikai: 1913: military dicator

· His generals don’t want to fight rebels

· 1916: died & chaos

· mini-provincial wars: Sun try to reorganize Kuomintang

· Provincial warlords: real rulers

· Roads/bridges (, famine

· WWI: 1917: joined Allies ( didn’t do much

· Treaty o Versailles => anger: May 4, 1919: 3,000 students gathered in Beijing

· Boycott Japan & Down w/ Euro. Imperialist

· Mao Zedong – school teacher then “The Great Helmsman”

· May Fourth Movement 

· 1921: group o ppl met @ Shanghai to organize Communist Party

· Sun: Nationalist: wanted to Ally w/ Communist: used Lenin’s blueprints

· Western: no help, Lenin: helped ( sent military advisers

· 1925: Chiang Kaishek/Jiang Jieshi: head Kuomintang

· first: Kuo & Commies fought against warlords

· then: turned against Commies

· April, 1927: Nationalist troop ( Shanghai

· Nearly wiped out commies: few survivors hid

· 1928: Jiang became president ( rec. by GB & US, but no Russ

· Jiang cities/modernize (, but peasants ( => peasant join Commies

· 1930: Nationlist vs. Commies ( bloody civil war

· Mao trained guerilla warfare

· 1933: Jiang gathered 700,000 men: surround Jing Gang San (out# 6:1)

· 1934: Commies fled => Long March (6,000 miles)

· several battles & minor skirmishes almost everyday

· bad conditions, mud & geographic (
· 100,000 ppl => 10,000-30,000 ppl

· 1931: Japan invade Manchuria & 1934: Japan started attacking China

· Commies & Nat. fight Japs together

IV. Nationalism in India/SW Asia

· Upper class attended Brit. schools

· Indian National Congress (1885) & Muslim Legue (1906): Go home, Brits!

· WWI: Brit recruited Indian soldiers for reforms

· Soldiers came back in 1918, but no reforms

· Radical nationalists: violence 

· 1919: Rowlatt Act: gov’t jail protesters w/out trial for 2 years

· Violent protest in Punjab ( WWI veteran galored-province

· 10,000 went to Amritsar: cap. O Punjab ( Unaware British banned pub. Mtg

· General Reginald Dyer: called open fire: 400 died & 1200 wounded

· Indian now Mad

· Mohandas K. Gandhi – law schooled in Britain

· Called Mahatma “Great Soul”

· Satayagrha – civil disobedience 

· 1920: Congress Party say CD & Non-Vio endorsed as means to get Ind.

· No buy Brit Goods, no pay tax, no vote

· Two hours/day to weave

· 1920: Brit arrest thousands o Indians

· 1922: rioters attacked police station

· 1930: Gandhi walked 240 miles to sea to make salt ( Salt March

· demonstrators go to salt factory ( beaten by Police

· World wide news

· Eventually 60,000 & Gandhi arrested

· 1935: Government o India Act: local self-gov’t & limited democratic elections

· sparked Hindus vs. Muslim

· Breakup o Ottoman => Nationalism

· 1919: Greek invade Turkey

· 1922: Mustafa Kemal – led Turkish nationalist & overthrown sultan

· 1923: Kemal ( president o Repub. O Turkey

· separate Islam from State, new Euro. Legal sys, women (vote & office)

· industry & economy went up 

· GB & Russia both had eye on Persia

· Brit tried to take over Persia => nationalist revolt

· 1921: Persian officer seize power

· 1925: shah overthrown

· Reza Shah Pahlavi

· Change Persia ( Iran

· Modernize Iran

· Kept all power for him

· 1902: Abd al-Aziz Ibn Saud began unify Arabia

· 1932: name Saudi Arabia after his family

· limited modernization & strong Islamic values

· Petroleum & oil

· Persia Gulf: 2/3 o world oil ( W. try dominate
