· hunter-gatherer – hunted & gathered, bands o 2/3 dozen ppl, ended by Neolithic Revolution, women’s role is prominent, right handed thing (baby/basket in left), 80% is gathering
· Neolithic Revolution – agricultural revolution, slash/burn farming, domestication, wandering herders, Iraq in Jarmo – birthplace o Ag., Catal Huyuk – fertile plain in S. Central Turky, warmer climate
· Domestication – taming o animals, pastoral nomads – wandering herders, better farming, Neolithic rev (seeabove)
· Civilization – first is Sumer (Iraq), early ones very religion oriented, Ur – earliest city in Sumer: bartered & ziggurat (temple), [five: advanced cities, specialized workers, complex institutions, record keeping, advanced technology,] 
· Specialization – implies already enough food etc., implies beginning or process of civilization, implies art/extra stuff developing, implies advancement
· Institution – pattern of organization
· Bronze Age – 3000 BC in Sumer, replace copper & stone, used for weapons

· Irrigation – city o Ur, Tigris & Euphrates, flooding in beginning o summer, irrigaiont => gov’t, silt, Nile, Huang He & Chang Jiang, managed in Zuggarat, Aqueducts, that city in India
· city-state –  Meso. Before Sargon, Greece, cities pretty much independent, resembled feudalism, war => military leaders => dynasties, 
· empire – talk about rise & fall theory, hierarchy (priest & kings, nobles, normals, slaves)
· mummification – link to religion
· monsoon – unstability in India, brought life & death, june & Oct. 
· Mandate o Heaven – remember essay, rise and fall theory, relate theory to other Empires for examples, divine approval o ruler,
· Feudalism – nobles granted land in return for loyalty & military, lords became less depended on Kings, fought eachother => military rising, examples of Mesopotamia (Sargon), Europe
Chapter Three
· Indo Europeans – seminomadic from steppes, pastoral, two wheeled chariots (light & agile), military conquer,  don’t know why left steppes, migrate out in waves: Hittites (Anatolia), Ayrans (India) => caste, 
· Caste – Brahmin, Warrior, peasant, non-Aryan laborers, untouchables, relate to other hierarchy: Europe, China, Muslim, Greek, Roman, 
· Reincarnation – push for goodness in Buddhism, keep ppl from moving up in Hindu
· Karma – follows from one life to next, keep ppl from bad
· Siddhartha Gautama – founder Buddha, father isolated, wandered 6 years, fasted, eightfold path, nirvana, everything: suffer & sorrow, cause is selfish, end desire, follow 8 fold path
· Minoans – seafaring ppl, Crete, women held status (Mother Goddess), priestesses, end unclear, 
· Phoenicians – never united, created alphabet, captured by Assyrians, then babylonians 
· Moses – went to Mt. Sinai, know story
Chapter Four
· Ramses II- 99 years old, 150 kids, building construction, Hittite kings made “brotherhood” treaty, 
· Kush – after Egypt, prince learn Egyptian culture, “guardian o Egyptian value”, united Nile Valley after overthrew Libyan, Meroe ( driven by Askum
· Assyria – strong army, weapons, strategies, buildings, cruel, ninvah ( capital, largest library 25,000 clay tablets, made enemies (Chaldeans destroyed them) 
· Cyrus – conquered Indus R. to Anatolia (2000 mi), prayer to conquered god, Babylon submitted peacefully, allowed Jews to return to Jerusalem
· Royal Road – 1,677 miles, attribute to Persia, trade, effects,
· Zoroaster – good god: Ahura Mazda vs. bad god Ahriman, Avesta – holy Z. writing, 
· Confucius – 5 relationships, minister o justice by duke o Lu & crime vanished, 
· Daoism – scientific advance, nature, don’t argue follow “the way”
· Shi Huangdi – legalist (powerful gov’t), halted internal battles, defeat invaders, noble families in capital, burned books, uniform standards, high way

· Polis – City state, rule by male citizens, monarchy, aristocracy, oligarchy, Sparta, Athens, 
· Classical art – order, balance, proportion
· Aristotle – pupil o Plato, believe in scientific method, 
· Macedonia – after pelopenesian war, Phillip II, Alex. Great, mountainous region
· Alexander the Great – student o Aristotle, Illiad, invade Persia, then Egypt (liberator), Alexandria, expand over governing, Hellenistic, Med., died @ 33 o flu
· Hellenistic – Greek, roman, Egyptian, talk about Alexandria, unity, 3 greats
· Archimedes – Displacement, Alexandria, pi, lever laws, Archimedis screw,

· Senate – patricians vs. plebeians, pressure => plebeian favors, select, relate to modern, 
· Hannibal – big army, Scipio: attack Carthage, 
· Julius Caesar – govnor o Gaul, returned & became Roman emperor, dictator for life, grant citizenship, expand senate, creat jobs, start colonies, stabbed to death ( Senate
· Augustus – Octavian ( adopted son o Alexander, forced Lepidus to retire & rivaled Marc Antony, trade, buildings, gov’t, civil service ( paid,

· Mauryan Empire – Chandragupta Maura, unite N. Ida, big army, advisory wrote leadership book, 4 province w/ prince & lostricts, military, won Selecus (Alex’s gen)
· Asoka – Kalinga 100,000 salim => Buddhism => kindness, roads, died & India broke
· Gupta Empire – Chandra Gupta, marrying daughters, Med. Trade, heavy taxes, “great king o kings”, son Gupta II “great prince o princes”
· Kalidasa 

· Han Dynasty – Liu Bang, empress Lu, Wudi (tax & monopoly, expanding using war), bearucracy, exams for gov’t, Wang Mang (later Han), minted money (prices up), public granarie, redistribute land, AD 11 flood => revolt, old imperial family rule, end w/ 3 rival kingdoms

· Dejenne-Djeno – On Niger R., pottery, copper hair stuff, toys, beads, knives, objects, camel routes, 
· Nok – similar artifacts in DD, depict animal heads, hairstyles still worn today
· Askumb – founder son o Soloman & Queen o Sheba, met w/ Kushites & passed lang., dams, aqueducts, conquered Kush & burned Meroe
· Ezana – convert to Christianity & strengthend, 
· Bantu speaking peoples – bananas, iron, desertification, unity, clans, greatest migration in history, 60 million speak Bantu now

· Olmec – first known civilization, “mother culture”, hot & humid & swampy, heaving statue & altars, jaguar worship, some believe only religious site, trade far, spread influence, 
· Zapotec – 3 valley: Oaxaca valley, fertile, mild climate, temples & sculptures, hieroglyphic writing, calendar system, monte alban, 
· Monte Alban – first urban center: plazas, pyramids, palaces, observatories,
